At the January 2nd Board meeting the Bylaws were amended to remove the require-
ment that a husband attend a Weekend before his wife can attend, unless he refuses and she 
then waits one set of Weekends before being allowed to attend a Weekend. The revised policy 
is as follows: “Married couples are strongly encouraged to attend consecutive DeColores 
Weekends. It is recommended, but not required, that the husband attends first”. 

 

In other Board action, the price of the candidate candles that are lit at the sponsor’s 

chapel on Thursday night and burn throughout the Weekend was set at $5. This information 

will be added to the sponsor information that is sent out when a candidate accepts a place on 

a Weekend. 

 

 The Board has purchased a Sony video camera for use at Holy Hours. This camera 

will allow the Holy Hour video to be played through any display media that the host church 

may have, including computer projection systems.  The entire Holy Hour can be transferred to 

a DVD in less than 15 minutes, or patched directly into a TV or computer for projection on a 

screen. This purchase will hopefully encourage many DeColores community members to vol-

unteer for the Outside Team position of Holy Hour Video, since the equipment is provided for 

them.
